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Report of the RUSA sponsored 5-Day Online workshop ‘Skill Enhancement and Career
Guidance’ conducted by the Department of English from 7-11 February 2022.

A. Title; ‘Skill Enhancement and Career Guidance after B.A.’

B. Background: The intention of conducting this workshop is to encourage students to
explore different avenues in careers and to expose them to the various options available
to them from the experts in the field.

C. Objectives: -
- To introduce students to diverse fields of study/occupation after TYBA
- To improve language skills
- To understand the requirements to become a professional translator
- To be aware of journalistic media and its various types
- To develop understanding of the concept, meaning and aims of education.

D. Location: Online (via M S Teams)
E. Target audience with expected no. : Third Year B.A. students, 100-150.

F. Details of sessions: The English Association of SIES College of Arts, Science and
Commerce, Autonomous, Sion (W) organized a 5- day RUSA sponsored online "Skill
Enhancement and Career Guidance Workshop" from Monday 7« February to Friday 11«
February, 2022 for 2 hours from 4:00pm to 6:00 pm for all the final year students of the
institution. More than 60 students and staff members attended the workshop from across
different streams of the TY Batch of the college.

Day 1: The Department had invited Mr. Rajat Nair, IELTS Trainer, employed at Collegedunia as
the guest speaker on 7th February, Day 1, of the workshop. Mr. Nair guided the students about
the IELTS Examinations, its format, types of questions asked, and the criteria, along with the
basis of the scoring band. He also held a live demonstration of cue card questions with the
students that was very engaging and interesting for the students. The workshop was indeed an
informative and valuable discussion regarding the various career aspects and certifications
available to students after graduation. This was followed by a Q& A session where Mr. Nair
answered all the questions voiced by the audience. The introduction and vote of thanks was
proposed by TYBA English Literature students.

Day 2: On 8= February, Day 2 of Skill Enhancement and Career Guidance Workshop, the
speaker for this session was Mr. Vikrant Pande, translator and author. The session was all about
the field of Translation, its intricacies and nuances. Mr. Pande spoke for two hours relaying his
first-hand experiences in the field of translation with great enthusiasm. He gave students
examples of words and phrases from various languages by translating them and discussed the
joys and difficulties of translating from the original work. Having piqued the curiosity of
everybody present, the participants had a lot of questions at the end of the session relating to the
field of translation. Mr. Pande gladly took them up and cleared all the doubts.
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Day 3: On 9th February, Day 3 of the Workshop the resource person of the day was Mrs. Subha
Pande, translator and CELTA trainer. Translation activities were conducted by Mrs. Pande, who
gave the students passages in regional languages and asked them to translate the passages. A
review of the work was then conducted. She also gave a brief summary explaining how and why
translations are necessary and how translations can either make or break the essentialities of the
original work. Mrs. Pande then took steps towards the career aspects as a translator and opened
the gates to a variety of options available to us. She shared various resources and encouraged the
students to use them in their work. More than 50 students and staff attended this session.

Day 4: On 10+ February, Day 4 of the Workshop, the guest speaker was Ms. Shayonnita Mallik,
a Media Professional in Journalism and Advertising. Ms. Mallik started off the session by
explaining Journalism in detail and then went on to explain the job roles and workings of a
newsroom. Students were given an idea about how much hard work goes on behind the scenes of
a television news broadcast and publishing of newspapers. She also shared valuable and vital tips
that gave the students clarity regarding Journalism as an interesting career option, the courses
available and job opportunities. It was a very interactive session and many questions were
addressed. The session include an interactive activity given to the students, which involved
active participation from the students as well as the staff.

Day 5: 11= February, Day 5 of the workshop was divided into two 1 hour sessions. The first
session from 4:00 p m to 5:00 pm was conducted by Miss Shilpa Uparkar, an alumnus of the
Department of English, SIES College and currently working as an English teacher and the Head
of department at the B.D. Somani International School. Miss Uparkar listed out for the
participants the duties and responsibilities of teaching English in an International school and
the requirements of being eligible to teach in an international board in the country and the
differences in eligibility requirements from other national curriculums. She also explained in
detail the pros and cons of teaching an international curriculum, citing examples from her own
professional experiences. This session was especially noteworthy for the number of questions
that poured in from attendees and the interaction that ensued from the session. Participants were
curious to know from Miss Uparkar about the difference in teaching in an IB Board from an
ICSE Board, eligibility to teach in a government institution and Kendriya Vidyalaya,
preparations required for M.A. in English, which route is better-doing B-Ed after M.A or M.A
after B-Ed, the skills required for an English teacher to make students grasp the language. The
second session on Day 5 of the Workshop began precisely at Spm with the resource person, Miss
Padma Brahma who currently teaches the International Baccalaureate Programme in an
international school in Bangalore. Since she had travelled to places all over the country like
Dehradun, Udaipur and Surat, and taught in various boards Miss Brahma had gained a lot of
experience in teaching in residential schools and she began her session by explaining the pros
and cons of teaching there. Then she moved to briefing the advantages and disadvantages of
teaching in day schools so that the attendees, especially those who aspire to become teachers in
the future, get a clear idea of the difference in teaching in both environments. After that, Miss
Brahma described a career in teaching in an International Baccalaureate (IB) school and talked
about things like the diversity of subjects, range of schools, skill development, teacher training
avenues and affiliated careers. She gave examples from her own experience and showed how it is
important to be tech savvy and research about every opportunity to gain experience before
landing the dream job. She ended her talk by providing online resources for IB certificates in
teaching and learning. This was followed by a question-and-answer session where attendees

asked Miss Padma Brahma about internship opportunities at the British Council since she was a
freelancer there, about teaching opportunities in Bangalore, about the essential things that
recruiters look for while hiring teachers for IB schools. The session was truly fruitful and Miss
Padma Brahma had valuable advice and tips for aspiring teachers.

The workshop was a success gauged by the feedback which was collected after the sessions, as
the students gained a clear insight into the workings of all these different fields they can enter in
the future after their graduation. Altogether 63 TY students and 4 staff members attended the
sessions.
